
In Paul M. Lindbergôs ñA Book of Easterò (part of a 4-book collection 
on the seasons of the churchôs calendar year), Lindberg writes, ñThe 
tragedy of the Church is that custom seems to have cut short the 
season which by its very nature has no ending.  Easter is forever!   
The Resurrection is for eternity.  By action we sometimes appear to 
deny it. (pg. 51)ò 
 
We know what Lindberg says is true.  There are two Sundays of the 
Church calendar year that are given the name ñlow Sundaysò; the 
Sundays after Christmas and Easter.  Why?  Because historically, 
the packed sanctuaries on these holy days (holidays) are nowhere 
close to that the following Sundays.  As Lindberg comments, this 
seems to deny the reason we celebrate Christmas and Easter. 
 
Listen to what Lindberg goes on to say about Easter.  ñEaster de-
mands time for worship.  The fifty days from Easter to Pentecost are 
not a time to pass through in reluctant waiting.  They are for the 
church a time of deepening, of absorbing, of meditating ï all in the 
company of the Risen One and his followers.  Sunday by Sunday 
the Church expresses the newness of life in Christ, the spirit of un-
worthiness, of praise and singing and prayer.  These days prepare 
us for Ascension Day as a significant event instead of a forgotten 
Thursday, and for Pentecost as an outpouring of power, instead of a 
weak and almost unnoticed afterthought.ò (pg. 51) i 

 
Every Sunday is Easter.  The first day of the week is the day on 
which our Lord arose from the dead.  Thatôs why, during Lent, Sun-
days are ñinò Lent, not ñofò Lent.  Thatôs why Sundays ñinò Lent often 
donôt have the same penitential nature as other Lenten worship ser-
vices.  ñThe liturgy of the Church would be meaningless without a 
risen Lord.  Sunday would be empty without the liturgy of the 
Church, which in simplest meaning is Godôs action of confronting 
the people of the Church in the name of and to the praise of Jesus 
Christ.ò (Lindberg, pg. 51) 
 
Pastor Karen and I will be celebrating Easter with the part of the 
Church that calls itself Faith Evangelical Lutheran Church, begin-
ning with Easter Vigil on Saturday March 31, and at worship on April 
1st.  We hope that Faithôs members will go against the trend of ñlowò 
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attendances, not only on the Sunday after Easter, but on all Sundays ï since ñEvery Sunday is 
Easter morning from now on!ò (from an Easter song by Avery and Marsh.)  Maybe we should 
have Easterôs exchange at the beginning of worship every Sundayð   Leader: ñHe is risen!ò  
People: ñHe is risen, indeed!ò

The Ship of Brides ï Jojo Moyes ï Monday, April 16, 2018 @

1946. World War II has ended and all over the world, young women are beginning to fulfill the 
promises made to the men they wed in wartime.

her life in ways she never could have predictedðforever. 

Killers of the Flower: The Osage Murders and the Birth of the FBI ï David Grann - Monday, 

May 14, 2018 @ 5:30 PM 

In the 1920s, the richest people per capita in the world were members of the Osage Indian nation 
in Oklahoma. After oil was discovered beneath their land, they rode in chauffeured automobiles, 
built mansions, and sent their children to study in Europe.  Then, one by one, the Osage began to 
be killed off. The family of an Osage woman, Mollie Burkhart, became a prime target. Her rela-
tives were shot and poisoned. And it was just the beginning, as more and more members of the 
tribe began to die under mysterious circumstances.  In this last remnant of the Wild Westðwhere 
oilmen like J. P. Getty made their fortunes and where desperadoes like Al Spencer, the ñPhantom 
Terror,ò roamedðmany of those who dared to investigate the killings were themselves murdered. 
As the death toll climbed to more than twenty-four, the FBI took up the case. It was one of the or-
ganizationôs first major homicide investigations and the bureau badly bungled the case. In desper-
ation, the young director, J. Edgar Hoover, turned to a former Texas Ranger named Tom White to 
unravel the mystery. White put together an undercover team, including one of the only American 
Indian agents in the bureau. The agents infiltrated the region, struggling to adopt the latest tech-
niques of detection.  Together with the Osage they began to expose one of the most chilling con-

spiracies in American history.
